Bernard Williams is widely recognized as 
one of the most important voices in twenti-
eth-century moral and political philosophy.

Francesco Testini received his Ph.D. in Political Science from the University of Milan in 2021, spe-
cializing in political philosophy.

Alessandra Fussi studied in Italy and then in the United States, where she taught philosophy for 
several years.

She has published studies in several languages on Plato, Aristotle and their contemporary 
theoretical interpretations. For several years she has been working on the theory of emotions, 
directing two university projects (PRA 2015 and 2017) on the topic of affectivity. Since 2017, she is 
Vice-President of EPSSE (European Philosophical Society for the Study of Emotions).

This book is based on ethnographic research 
conducted in a fibromyalgia diagnosis and 
treatment center located in a public hospital 
in central Italy. From an anthropological per-
spective, the author examines the processes of 
caretaking that take place in a circumscribed 
clinical space. Fibromyalgia is a chronic pain 
syndrome that primarily, though not exclusive-
ly, affects women’s bodies. From a biomedi-
cal perspective, its symptomatic progression 
appears to be untethered from tissue lesions 
detectable through specific examinations and tests; therefore, the processes of un-
derstanding, caring for, and legitimizing the syndrome are incomplete unless they 
are integrated into a broader social, cultural, and political vision. The proposed an-
thropological analysis highlights the risks of the delegitimization of pain that fibro-
myalgia tends to promote by re-proposing the somatic simulacrum of a historical 
assimilation between the female body, inadequacy and dissatisfaction. Tensions, 
contradictions, and connivances emerge between people and institutions, and 
between moral and social discourses that inform biomedical practices and under-
lie the multiple expressions of suffering.

Chiara Moretti holds a PhD in Sociology and Human Sciences from the University of Strasbourg, 
in collaboration with the University of Perugia. She has worked for many years in the field of medi-
cal anthropology, focusing on complex chronic pain conditions, and in particular the fibromyalgia 
syndrome.

Pierpaolo Ciccarelli has taught and researched at the Universities of Rome “La Sapienza”, Wup-
pertal and Göttingen, and currently teaches History of moral philosophy at the University of 
Cagliari. He is the author of Heidegger’s Plato and of several essays on Leibniz, Vico, Heidegger 
and Leo Strauss.

His research focuses on English-language and Afro-diasporic Anglophone literatures, 
translation, cultural and postcolonial studies, gender and queer studies, critical race theory, ec-
ocriticism, and body studies. He has published numerous articles in national and international 
journals and edited volumes on James Baldwin, Isaac Julien, Jackie Kay, Thomas Glave, Essex 
Hemphill, Austin Clarke, Lawrence Hill, Keith Jarrett, and Dean Atta. He co-edited the anthology 
The Image in the World, the World in the Image (UniorPress, 2016) and is the author of Queer 
Tidalectics: Linguistic and Sexual Fluidity in Contemporary Black Diasporic Literature (North-
western University Press, 2021).

Their metaphorical use mainly reflects their 
material characteristics: colour, lustre, trans-
parency. Little attention is paid to the mysti-
cal or magical ‘virtues’ attributed to stones 
in the medieval tradition, although Dante shows knowledge of authors such 
as St Isidore of Seville, Marbodo of Rennes and, above all, St. Albert the Great.

Annibale Mottana, a mineralist and expert in mining and environmental geo-resources, grad-
uated in Milan and specialised at the University of Western Ontario and the Ruhr University of 
Bochum.

Carlo Emilio Gadda, an unstable yet innova-
tive narrator, constantly raises questions. His 
vocation for complexity and multiplicity is 
not a generic one, but one that the author 
persistently explores in his early writings, 
only to emerge with a vengeance in the 
great works of his maturity. Shortly after the 
war trauma that weighed on his entire jour-
ney, Gadda perceived a plural and complex 
“real”, and that is how he wanted the novel to be designed. His works are 
weighed down by chimeras of potential, fantastic and funereal movements, 
magnanimous ambitions and ruinous mistrusts, as well as the tiresome ac-
counts of the engineering profession (which he left only in 1940). It is worth 
tracing some of its aspects in order to try to grasp, with the multiplied gaze of 
contemporaneity, the singularities and the “imperfect” genius of the writer.

Clelia Martignoni, Professor of Contemporary Italian Literature at the University of Pavia, directed 
the Manoscritti Centre for several years. A member of the Istituto Lombardo di Scienze e Lettere, 
she is a member of the scientific committees of the National Editions of D’Annunzio and Piran-
dello, of the Sereni Archive and of the Sinisgalli Foundation. She works on the early 20th century 
(Cardarelli, Voceani, D’Annunzio) and on the entire century and beyond (Sereni, Zanzotto, R. Bald-
ini, Sinisgalli, Piovene, G. Raimondi, Manzini, Gadda, Manganelli, Volponi, Leonetti), studying in 
particular the genetic and elaborative paths, with numerous editions, volumes, essays. In 2023 
he was awarded the lifetime achievement prize of the Accademia dei Lincei ‘Messori Roncaglia’.

The image of the night sky as we know it to-
day, dating back at least to Eudoxus of Knidos 
(4th century BC), is the sky of the classical 
astronomers, including Ptolemy.

In 
the Christian West, the Carolingian period 
(9th-10th centuries) represents a critical mo-
ment from this point of view: in the flourish-

scription of the figures, their positions relative to each other, the catalogue of 
the stars, and even the myths that preserve the memory of the power of the 
ancient gods in the heavens.

He specialises in Ilse Aichinger and German lit-
erature of the second half of the 20th century, as well as the ethical implications of literary writing, 
studies on trauma and memory, and representations of nature in contemporary German poetry.

The purpose of this book is precisely to ana-
lyse the similarities and differences between 
ordinary conversation and legal interpreta-
tion, using Grice’s theory of conversational 
implicatures as a point of comparison.

some internal problems, is a good explana-
